President's Corner

You will be interested in the 
financial report for the year 1957-
58 which is in this bulletin. 

The percentage of alumni who contribute yearly 
to their alma mater is of growing interest to those 
who raise money for a college such as ours. Potential 
non-alumni contributors want to know "how many" 
of our own alumni gave "how much." This attitude 
has been clearly expressed in a publication of the 
American Alumni Council: "If a college's own alumni 
do not believe in the college and back up that belief 
with their gifts, why should business and industry be 
expected to contribute? 

The total contribution for this year is more than 
double that of last year. Yet the total number of 
alumni contributing was 66 less than last year and the 
percentage of ~lumni who gave fell 2.2 o/c . Why is 
this? First, there were 324 more alumni on file this 
year than last. Second, the special drives for the Bible 
Development program and for the Memphis Academy 
netted $18,581.84 or considerably more than half of 
the total contributed. Also more than half of this 
$18,581.84 was contributed by board members who 
are associate alumni. 

The realistic interpretation of the contributions 
therefore is that 799, or 14.2 % of alumni contributed 
this year. Percentagewise there were 2.2 % less alumni 
participants this year than last. Is this another testi­
mony tothe recession which struck our country? 

Personally I have never felt that the percentage of 
our alumni who make gifts to Harding represents fairly 
the real interest and devotion of our alumni. The 
amount of a gift is important but it is second in im­
portance to the number of alumni who show their 
continuing interest in their alma mater by making a 
contribution, however small it may be.

Dr. Wade Ruby, (BA '31) ,of Los 

Angeles, received nation-wide fame 
this summer by his series of suc­
cessful appearances on the televi­
sion quiz show "Twenty-One." 
After toppling several opponents 
and running his winnings to $67,-
000, Dr. Ruby withdrew from fur­
ther competition to return to his 
duties in California. 

In the summer of 1957 Dr. Ruby 
appeared. 'On the television quiz 
show "High-Low" and withdrew af­
ter about three weeks of successful 
competition. He has also appeared 
on Groucho Marx's television show 
"You Bet Your Life" and Art Link~ 
letter's television program "People 
Are Funny." 

Dr. Ruby is Professor of English 
and Chairman of the Department at 
George Pepperdine College. He was 
a member of the first faculty at 
Pepperdine in the fall of 1937. To 
promote greater interest in litera­
ture he teaches a course in humor­
ous literature at Pepperdine. He 
also preaches regularly for the Hol­
lywood church of Christ.

Mrs. Ruby was 
a mathematics major and also made 
an outstanding record at Harding.
